REQUEST FOR EXPRESSIONS OF INTEREST – WASTE SITE REMEDIATION SERVICES
CH2M HILL Plateau Remediation Company, LLC (CHPRC) as a prime contractor to the U.S. Department of Energy is issuing this Request for Expression of Interest (EOI) as a means of conducting market research to identify parties having an interest in and the resources to provide waste site remediation services in the 100K Area.
Part of the CHPRC mission requires field remediation of waste sites and burial grounds located within the Hanford Site’s Central Plateau. This includes liquid waste disposal cribs and trenches, buried pipelines and areas contaminated by operational leaks and accidental spills. Buried materials includes both chemically and radioactively contaminated materials such as reactor hardware, spent nuclear fuel, research and development wastes, byproducts from  manufacturing of nuclear fuel, and hazardous materials such as asbestos; lead; chromium; carbon tetrachloride; and radioactive strontium; uranium; cesium and tritium. CHPRC is interested in experienced field remediation contractors to perform this work.
The solicitation will be a small business set aside.  Proposals for this acquisition are solicited from Small Business Concerns, including: Small Disadvantaged, Small Women-Owned, Service Disabled Veteran and HUBZone small businesses.  Any resulting Contract shall be awarded to a Small Businesses.  Proposals received from concerns that are not Small Businesses or Small Businesses that intend to subcontract a significant portion of the work to other than a Small Business shall not be considered for award.
Small Women-Owned and Service Disabled-Veteran Owned Business may self-certify their business size.
The following Small Business Concerns must be certified by the Small Business Administration (SBA):
Small Disadvantaged Business Qualifications:  A small business must be at least 51% owned and controlled by a socially and economically disadvantaged individual or individuals.  African Americans, Hispanic Americans, Asian Pacific Americans, Subcontinent Asian Americans, and Native Americans are presumed to qualify.  Other individuals can qualify if they show by a “ preponderance of the evidence“ that they are disadvantaged.  All individuals must have a net worth of less than $750,000, excluding the equity of the business and primary residence.  Successful applicants must also meet applicable size standards for small businesses in their industry.
HUBZone Small Business Qualifications:  A firm can be found to be a qualified HUBZone concern, if: 
It is small, 

It is located in a “historically underutilized business zone” (HUBZone) 

It is owned and controlled by one or more U.S. Citizens, and 

At least 35% of its employees reside in a HUBZone

The solicitation will be under the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Code 562910, Remediation Services under the exception for Environmental Remediation Services. The size standard for determining whether an Offeror is a small business in regard to this acquisition is 750 employees.
Scope of Services: The services to be acquired may include, but not be limited to, the following activities:
· Remediation of up to 12 waste sites within the 100K area of the Hanford site.

· Contractor may remove, treat, and dispose of radiological and chemical hazards that includes excavation of up to 130,000 tons of contaminated soils to be retrieved and loaded into roll-off waste containers, 700 linear feet of ≤36” pipe, and 700 linear feet of >36” pipe.

· Interim backfilling of the sites may be required. Overburden and gravel from an on-site pit will be used to perform this work.
· Contractor shall provide a trailer for offices, lunch room, and pre-job meetings, and a bathroom trailer at the worksite. Power is in place and provided by CHPRC. A container queue and tarping tent is provided by CHPRC. 

· The contractor is responsible for providing a drive on scale, haul road, repair and maintenance tent, and lighting repair and maintenance.

· The total depth of any excavation will not exceed 20 feet.
It must be noted that waste characterization for the 12 waste sites have not been completed.  It is understood that results from the waste characterizations may affect the final SOW which could affect the pay items.  Offerors are to propose based on the information provided in the SOW attached to this EOI.
THERE IS NO SOLICITATION AT THIS TIME. This request for capability information does not constitute a request for proposals; submission of any information in response to this market survey is purely voluntary; CHPRC assumes no financial responsibility for any costs incurred.  

Telephone inquiries will not be accepted or acknowledged, and no feedback or evaluations will be provided to companies regarding their submissions.

Submission Instructions: Interested parties who consider themselves qualified to perform the above-listed services are invited to submit a capability statement and estimated pricing in response to this EOI by August 24, 2016. The capability statements and comments (Items 1-3 below) shall be no more than a total of fifteen (15) pages, and no smaller than 12 point font. All responses must be emailed to dawn_c_moreland@rl.gov .

At a minimum, capability statements shall contain the following information: 
1) Organization name, address, email address, Web site address, telephone number, and business size standard for the organization; 
2) Tailored capability statements addressing the particulars of this effort, with appropriate documentation supporting claims of organizational and staff capability. If significant subcontracting or teaming is anticipated in order to deliver technical capability, organizations should address the administrative and management structure of such arrangements. 

3) Reviewer comments, if any, on the Draft Statement of Work (Attachment 1)

4) Estimated pricing based on the attached statement of work (Attachment 1) and estimate sheet (Attachment 2). Please return a completed Attachment 2 with your capabilities statement/reviewer comments and include any assumptions, beyond those stated in the Scope of Services section above, used in developing the estimated pricing. Note, there are two different scenarios in Attachment 2. The first assumes CHPRC will deliver on the average over a week’s period of time a minimum 40 roll-off containers per day. As such, interested parties are expected to assume the ability to perform/produce/fill on the average 40 roll-off containers per day. A second pricing scenario is requested in the event CHPRC was able to increase the average to 60 roll-off containers per day.
CHPRC reserves the right to use any and all information submitted by, or obtained from, an interested party in any manner CHPRC determines is appropriate, including, but not limited to, the creation of a competitive solicitation.  There is no guarantee that an RFP will be issued for this work, nor a guarantee that a contract will be awarded should the RFP be issued.

NOTE:  In order to participate in any future procurement opportunities relating to this work scope, it is mandatory that an interested party respond to this Expression of Interest.
