CH2M HILL Plateau Remediation Company (the Buyer) is interested in receiving proposals for  the purchase of office and rest room trailers in support of the 300-296 project, Richland, Washington, under Prime Contract DE-AC06-08RL14788 with the U.S. Department of Energy.
Information regarding the product required and instructions for the preparation and submission of proposals are contained in the Request for Proposal (RFP) 249245 which is posted on CHPRC’s internet site: http://chprc.hanford.gov/page.cfm/CurrentSolicitations

This Solicitation requires all Contractors submitting proposals to access the Supply Chain

Management Center (SCMC) eSourcing Tool. The SCMC eSourcing Tool is being implemented at CHPRC and is designed to efficiently collect pricing information in a central location. It also provides the Contractor a short timeframe to revise pricing information prior to final acceptance by CHPRC. Upon receipt of Contractor’s notification of intent to propose CHPRC will provide the Contractor an email notification with a link to the SCMC eSourcing event including access instructions. 

Events typically last 10-20 minutes. The eSourcing Tool will designate a ranking of the Contractor’s price when compared against the lowest price received.  During this time, the Contractor may revise (decrement) their pricing downward.  Prices cannot be increased.
If the Contractor’s price is revised to the lowest received price within the last two minutes of an event, the clock will automatically reset to two minutes remaining to allow other Contractors to consider further adjustments to their pricing. Each auction item will have a defined minimum decrement value. The minimum decrement value represents the lowest dollar amount by which the price of an item must be reduced as compared to the contractor’s last successfully submitted bid.  For example if the decrement amount is $5, a price reduction of $4 cannot be entered; however any amount of $5 or above may be entered.
The tool will not disclose the Contractor’s proposed price to other Contractors nor will it disclose the lowest proposed price. A ranking is all that is provided.

This Solicitation and resultant award is considered a negotiated procurement. Submitting 
the lowest priced proposal does not guarantee award. CHPRC must complete a full technical

evaluation prior to making an award determination.  CHPRC reserves the right to conduct negotiations prior to award or to award a Purchase Order based upon initial Contractor’s proposal and without further discussions.  In the unlikely event of a discrepancy among any of the Contractor’s documents or information submitted through the eSourcing website, the information received and confirmed by CHPRC shall govern.

SECTION A – REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL

1.0 INTRODUCTION

CH2M HILL Plateau Remediation Company (The Buyer) acting under its contract with the Department of Energy, requests you to submit a proposal for a firm fixed price type of contract to provide mobile office trailers.  

Section A describes the basis of award, proposal submittal requirements, proposal instructions, and notices to Offerors.  
Section B contains Representations and Certifications and other documents, which Offerors are to complete, sign and return with their proposal.  
Section C is the Draft Contract, which is in an accompanying file. It contains:

· Part I – Statement of Work

· Part II - Financial Terms

· Part III – General Provisions

· Part IV – Special Provisions

The Buyer may determine that any proposal not submitted in accordance with this Request for Proposal (RFP) is non-responsive and reject the proposal.

2.0 BASIS OF AWARD

The Buyer will award this procurement to the responsible Offeror whose offer conforms to the requirements of this solicitation and provides the most advantageous technical, price proposal, and delivery to The Buyer.  The Buyer may award one or more contracts as a result of this RFP.

Award of this solicitation will be made to the responsive, responsible Offeror with the lowest evaluated price.
2.1 Acceptance or Rejection of Proposals

The Buyer reserves the right to accept or reject any proposal with or without prior discussion with the Offeror.  The Buyer may:

· award a contract on the basis of proposals received without discussions with Offerors (therefore, initial proposals should be submitted with the most favorable technical and price terms);

· select one or more Offerors to negotiate with; 

· reject any or all proposals received;

· issue a request for new proposals; or

· cancel the RFP without awarding a contract.

2.2 Irregularities, Proposal Costs

The Buyer may waive minor informalities and irregularities in offers received.  If the Buyer cancels this RFP, the Buyer is under no obligation to pay proposal preparation costs.
2.3 Award Notification

The Buyer will notify all of the Offerors after the Buyer selects an Offeror for award.  There will be no public opening of proposals.

3.0 PROPOSAL PREPARATION INSTRUCTIONS

Organize the proposal as described in the following sections.  Emphasize completeness and clarity.  Do not submit elaborate brochures or other material.
3.1 Proposal Content

Proposals shall be organized in the manner listed in Sections 3.2-3.3 below.  Each volume of the proposal shall be separate and complete.  Omit all cost or pricing details from the technical proposal.  Where estimated labor hours will provide clarity, propose them as hours only with no indication of price in the technical proposal. 
The following documents make up a complete proposal package:

3.2 Volume I – Technical Proposal 

Volume I shall consist of the Offeror’s discussion that addresses what the Offeror will do to satisfy the requirements of the solicitation.  In addition, Offeror’s are to provide a spread sheet detailing the delivery schedule of the trailers.  Calculate the delivery date of the first trailer from date of award.  Also include a completed SOW checklist (Attachment 2) The Offeror shall provide one (1) original via email of this volume to Karin_m_garcia@rl.gov.
3.3 Volume II – Cost/Price and Contractual Proposal 

Volume II shall consist of the Offeror’s proposed pricing utilizing the attached pricing sheet (Attachment 1) and a completed/signed Representations & Certifications form (Attachment 3).     
Early Payment Discounts

1.
Discounts for early payment will not be considered in the evaluation of Offers unless there is a tie situation of Offers in which early payment discount terms may be used as the deciding factor for award determination.

2.
Discounts for early payment may be offered either in the original Offer or individual invoices submitted under the resulting Contract, and discounts offered will be taken by the Buyer if payment is made within the discount period specified.

3.
Discounts that are included in an Offer become a part of the resulting Contract and are binding on the Contractor for all invoices billed against the Contract.  Discounts offered only on individual invoices will be binding on the Contractor only for the particular invoice on which the discount offered

4.
Time will be computed, for discount computation purposes from the:

a.
Date of delivery of the supplies to carrier when delivery and acceptance are at the point of origin;

b.
Date of delivery at destination or port of embarkation, when delivery and acceptance are at either of those points; or

c.
Date of receipt by the Buyer of a properly executed invoice to the date the check is mailed.

Evaluation of Discount

Discounts for early payment will be considered in the evaluation of this Offer.  The minimum days offered with discount that will be considered are 10.

A separate invoice shall be issued for each delivery.  No invoice shall be issued prior to delivery of goods and no payment shall be made prior to receipt of goods. 

Discount periods will be computed from the date of receipt of a correct invoice or receipt of merchandise, whichever is later, to the date the Buyer’s check is mailed.  Unless freight and other charges are itemized, discount will be taken on full amount of invoice

3.4 Offeror’s Acceptance

The contract, if any, resulting from this RFP will be substantially the same as the draft contract that is contained in the accompanying file.  Unless otherwise noted by the Offeror in its proposal, Offeror’s submission of a proposal signifies the Offeror’s unqualified acceptance of all of the technical requirements and other terms and conditions that are contained and referenced in this RFP and the accompanying draft contract file.  Interpretations established by the Offeror to any part of this RFP may be considered an exception, and may render the proposal being considered non-responsive and dropped from evaluation and award considerations.  

3.5 Exceptions to Technical Requirements and Other Terms and Conditions

The Offeror shall describe any exceptions to the technical requirements and other terms and conditions of the sample contract on which the Offeror’s proposal is based.  Offerors are notified that the Buyer considers the Offeror’s compliance with the technical requirements and terms and conditions of the accompanying draft contract to be essential.  In case of doubt, Offeror should request clarification from the Buyer.  If the Offeror takes any exceptions to the requirements of the RFP, the pricing shall be based on the requirements of the RFP and the exception(s) priced as alternates.  If the Offeror’s proposal is based only on the proposed exceptions, the Buyer may determine that the proposal is non-responsive.  

3.6 Proposal Validity Period

A proposal shall remain firm for 60 days after the proposal due date.
4.0 PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL DIRECTIONS

Notification of Intent to Propose
Offerors must notify CHPRC in writing by 4:00 p.m. on Wednesday, October 26, 2016, indicating that the Offeror intends to submit a proposal in response to this RFP.  The Offeror may transmit the notification to the Contract Specialist via e-mail.
PRICING PROPOSALS WILL BE PROVIDED DURING AN ESOURCING EVENT TO BE HELD ON OCTOBER 31, 2016 AT 1PM.  ONLY THOSE OFFERORS PROVIDING NOTICE OF INTENT WILL BE INVITED TO PARTICIPATE.

4.1 Deadline
Proposals are due by 2pm on Tuesday November 1, 2016.  The Buyer reserves the right to reject any proposal received after the deadline.

4.3 Withdrawal

Proposals may be withdrawn by written notice received by the Contract Specialist at any time prior to award.  

4.4 RFP Amendments

If this RFP is amended, unless otherwise stated, all terms and conditions that are not modified will remain unchanged.  The Offeror shall acknowledge receipt of all amendments by stating in the proposal that the Offeror has received the amendment(s) and has considered it/them in formulating the proposal.

5.0 NOTICES TO OFFERORS
5.1 Anticipated Award Date

The anticipated award date for this RFP is November 3, 2016.

5.2 Precedence of Requirements

In the event of a conflict among the provisions, the RFP instructions, the RFP correspondence, other documents and the resulting contract, the terms of the contract shall govern. 

5.3 North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Code and Size Standard

The Buyer has determined that North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Code 321991 applies to this acquisition.  Therefore, the size standard for determining whether an Offeror is a small business in regard to this acquisition is 1,250 employees or less.

5.4 Identification of Proprietary Data

If the Offeror submits any data as part of their Proposal, which is considered by the Offeror to be “proprietary data”, the document transmitting the data or which contains the data, shall be boldly marked indicating that the data included are considered to be proprietary. To the extent that the restrictive marking prevents Buyer from distributing the documents for evaluation or use, the marking may render the proposal non-responsive.
5.5 Certified Cost or Pricing Data 

The Offeror is not required to provide certified cost or pricing data.  However, the Buyer may require the Offeror to provide certified and/or non-certified cost or pricing data prior to award if the Buyer cannot determine that the acquisition is exempt from the requirements of PL 87-653 (10 USC Sec. 2306a).
5.6 Financial Capability Determination Information 

The Buyer reserves the right, prior to award, to require the Offeror to submit information that the Buyer will use to make a determination whether the Offeror has the financial capability to perform the contemplated contract.  Such information may include, but not be limited to: annual reports; lines of credit with financial institutions and suppliers; SEC Form 10K, and any other information that may be required by the Buyer. 
5.7 Small Business Set Aside

Proposals made under this acquisition are solicited from Small Business Concerns, including; Small Disadvantaged, Small Women-Owned, Service Disabled Veteran and HUBZone small businesses.  Any resulting Contract shall be performed solely by Small Businesses.  Proposals received from concerns that are not Small Businesses shall not be considered for award.

Small Women-Owned and Service Disabled-Veteran Owned Business may self-certify their business size

The following Small Business Concerns must be certified by the Small Business Administration (SBA):

Small Disadvantaged Business Qualifications:  A small business must be at least 51% owned and controlled by a socially and economically disadvantaged individual or individuals.  African Americans, Hispanic Americans, Asian Pacific Americans, Subcontinent Asian Americans, and Native Americans are presumed to quality.  Other individuals can qualify if they show by a “ preponderance of the evidence“ that they are disadvantaged.  All individuals must have a net worth of less than $750,000, excluding the equity of the business and primary residence.  Successful applicants must also meet applicable size standards for small businesses in their industry.

HUBZone Small Business Qualifications:  A firm can be found to be a qualified HUBZone concern, if: 
It is small, 

It is located in an “historically underutilized business zone” (HUBZone) 

It is owned and controlled by one or more U.S. Citizens, and 

At least 35% of its employees reside in a HUBZone. 
5.8 Subcontracting

Contractor may not subcontract any significant portion of this contract without first obtaining concurrence of CHPRC to the proposed subcontract scope and subcontractor(s). 

Contractor is responsible to incorporate and flow down all appropriate provisions and requirements of this contract to all lower-tier contractors and subcontractors.  

Contractor shall furnish CHPRC a list of all proposed lower-tier subcontractors who will be performing work on the Hanford site and those proposed subcontractors who will be performing a significant portion of the off-site work. The list must be furnished prior to award and updated with changes during contract performance. Use the Subcontracting form and instructions located on this web page:  http://chprc.hanford.gov/page.cfm/SubmittalsFormsDocs   

CHPRC reserves the right to: 

· reject any proposed subcontract or subcontractor as incomplete or unsuitable

· require submittal of the proposed subcontract before contract award or prior to performance of any work on site

· require the replacement, at contractor’s expense, of any subcontractor who fails to adhere to all of the applicable provisions and requirements of this contract.
5.9 Ship to Address

5.11 Buy American Act

In accordance with the Buy American Act (BAA, FAR part 25) domestic end products as defined in the BAA shall be afforded an evaluation preference in this action. Products of foreign origin may not be supplied unless evaluated and agreed to by Buyer prior to contract award. ATTACHMENT 2 CHECKLIST


DESCRIPTION OF WORK – SPECIFIC 


The work scope for this activity includes the resources, material and/or equipment necessary to provide the following purchased trailers to CHPRC:


· Four, double-wide, mobile office trailers


· Three, single-wide, mobile office trailers


· Three, self-contained restroom trailers


Preparation Activities


Contractor shall be responsible for the following functions, requirements, and design criteria preparatory activities:


A. Prepare and submit required documents listed on the submittal register Attachment A.


B. The Contractor shall ensure that Suspect/Counterfeit items, such as non-compliant shackles and fasteners with head marks shown on the S/CI fastener head work list are not brought onto the Hanford Site.


C. Prior to Mobilization, submit all SDS sheets and Chemical Inventory sheets as required.  


D. The Contractor shall submit serial numbers for all trailers. (Attachment A, Submittal Registry No. 2)


E. Site conditions and known hazards include potential winds and temperatures as described in Section 3.8.


Mobilization


The Contractor shall secure all necessary transportation permits for delivery from supplier facility to a CHPRC designation location.


· The Contractor must meet all the Department of Transportation (DOT) Federal Motor Carrier Safety Regulations (FMCSR) in 49 CFR Parts 40, 382, 383, 387, 390-937.


1.1.1 Delivery of Materials, Supplies, and Coordination of Subcontractors

Regarding deliveries of materials and supplies, and the coordination of Subcontractors while on the CHPRC Site, the Contractor shall:


A. Coordinate work or delivery with Contractor in advance.


B. Arrange for badging through the Contract Specialist.


C. Communicate any special hazards associated with the delivery or the work (e.g., safety, security)


D. Meet the CHPRC contact at the designated rendezvous point.  The individual designated to meet the Contractor is called the DPOC or POC (Delivery Point of Contact, or Point of Contact).


E. Comply with DPOC direction to the specified work location.


F. Conduct a joint pre-delivery walk down of the work location with the DPOC prior to commencing delivery or work.


The DPOC will physically present at the delivery site for the entire time a delivery or work is being executed to ensure that it is performed safely and in accordance with Contract requirements.  Alternate arrangements may only be made with the approval and concurrence of the CHPRC BTR.


At completion of the delivery or work, delivery driver will exit the Site in a timely manner as directed by the DPOC. 


1.1.2 Handling and Storage of Materials, and Hand Protection


Supplier shall use all means necessary to protect construction materials before and during installation.  All materials shall be stored in their original containers until needed for construction.   


Special Requirements


Contractor shall perform scope in accordance with this SOW, and as supplemented by each individual Contract Release, to this SOW, if applicable.


1.1.3 Special Requirements for all Mobile Office and Restroom facilities


All units furnished by the Contractor(s) shall meet the following requirements:


1. The units shall meet the Washington Administrative Code (WAC) 296-150F, for Factory Built Housing and Commercial Structures.


2. The units shall meet the NFPA 101 (2009) requirements for “New Business Occupancy.” 


3. NFPA 101 compliant entrance doors with exterior lights and stairs are required. 


4. Doors shall be a minimum of 36 inches in width.


5. Interior wall and ceiling finish shall be Class A, Flame spread rating of 25 and Smoke Development rating of 450, Fire retardant paint is not acceptable.


6. The units shall have a central HVAC system for both heating and cooling.  The HVAC unit shall be mounted on the end wall of each module that comprises the unit and include its’ own electrical disconnect.  HVAC unit shall be rated for operation at both 208VAC and 240VAC.


7. Water pump motors shall be rated for operation at both 208V and 240V or trailer served with 208V shall have a 208V to 240V booster transformer for the pump service (note:  SQD catalog #157F, sealed single phase transformer, 1KVA, 60Hz, 208V Pvi – 120/240V SEC., UL listed, NEMA 3R enclosure with wall mount bracket, SQD Digest 175 P.14-4).


8. Electrical service to operate the units shall be 120/208 or 120/240 VAC, single-phase.  Trailers shall be suitable for service from either voltage service.


9. Panel-board loads shall be balanced evenly between the panel-board phases.


10. When specified, Contractor(s) to provide connection points, meeting International Building Code (IBC), under trailer for Buyer to “connect” water and sewer lines for trailer.


11. Contractor will be responsible to provide all anchorage and tie down material and tie downs in accordance with trailer manufacturer instructions.  Anchorage design shall be for Ultimate Design wind speed of 110 MPH, Importance Factor “1.0”, and Exposure Category “C” in accordance with ASCE-7-10 for wind and IBC 2012 – Site Class D, Importance Factor (Ip) = 1.0, Ss = 0.46 and S1 = 0.15 for earthquake loads.  Contractor shall submit anchorage design details and supporting calculations for Soil Class 3 sealed by a professional licensed engineer in the State of Washington. (Attachment A, Submittal Registry No. 4)


12. Contractor will be responsible to suspend delivery of units when winds exceed 25 MPH.   

13. The buyer will provide a designated spotter for all deliveries and positioning of Mobile Office and Shower units.    

14. The units supplied under this order shall be fully functional (i.e. HVAC units, and etc.) and prepared to commence operation when delivered.  

15. The units shall meet all appropriate OSHA, ANSI, DOT, TBC and Federal Motor Carrier Commercial Vehicle specifications and regulations for operation.  Certification at time of shipment will be required.  Prior to occupancy of the trailers, the buyer will complete an inspection to ensure compliance.  If any trailer does not pass the inspections, the contractor shall be responsible for compliance and any incurred costs.


16. The units shall have shed type roofs of 2” rise and 12’ run or a Buyer approved substitution.


17. Electrical receptacles shall be GFCI as required by code.


18. The units shall be wired for telephone and internet connections where specified in Section 3.3.1.


19. Standard residential rain gutters will be installed on the entire roof line on each side of the trailer where an entry/exit door and stair system is located for employees with one down spout to direct water away from walkways where feasible.


20. Exterior door hardware to be standard level lock with the doors to each unit keyed alike.


21. Fabrication and installation of stairs and ramps for both doors. The stairs and hand rails are to be with NFPA 101, Life Safety Code for New Business and will have picketed hand rails installed so that a sphere 4” and greater will not pass through any part above 30”. Assure the risers for each run of exterior stairs are all within ¼ inch of each other. Platforms must be a minimum of 60 inches by 60 inches.


22. One stair system on each trailer must have a removable or gate type hand rail with a pin, keeper, or latch (or approved substitution from the BTR) to remove or swing handrail away (no bolts or screws) to allow delivery of supplies.  


23. Provide a panel schedule for the electrical distribution panel, filled in with connected loads. 


24. Mount exit signs over each exit door. 


25. Label electrical outlets indicating the panel and circuit number where power originates.


26. All electrical materials and equipment (including HVAC units) shall be listed by a Nationally Recognized Testing Laboratory and installed in accordance with the listing requirements.

27. Units will be skirted (insulated) with vented T111 materials (painted to match) to preclude windblown debris from accumulating under the unit.


28. Trailers with plumbing will have insulated skirting.


29. Windows shall meet or exceed trailer manufacturer’s standards.


30. Standard Mini-Blinds shall be installed on each window to fit between the window frames.


31. The trailers used in this program shall be less than three years old based on the delivery date to the site. 


32. Seal all penetrations to prevent access of cold air and vermin to the underside of the unit. (vented T111 skirting excluded)

1.1.4 Special Requirements – Double-Wide Office Trailers


1. Minimum nominal dimension of 28’ X 64’ or Buyer approved substitution.

2. Two offices at each end.


3. No restrooms.


1.1.5 Specific Requirements – Single-Wide Office Trailers


1. Minimum nominal dimension of 14’ X 64’ or Buyer approved substitution.

2. Offices: two (2) with no offices, one (1) with one (1) office at each end.


3. No restrooms.


3.3.4
Specific Requirements – Self Contained Restroom Trailers


1. Fully self-contained (no external tanks) restroom facility, minimum nominal dimension of 10’ X 36’ or Buyer approved substitution.

2. Men’s minimum accommodations: one toilet, one urinal, and two sinks.

3. Woman’s minimum accommodations: one toilet, and one sink. 

4. Approx. 500 to 700 gallon fresh water tank.

5. Approx. 2,600 gallon grey water storage.

6. Electric Water Heater.

7. Include one single 120/240V main service panel sized per a load calculation.

8. Sinks and toilets shall be supplied with valves and hardware sufficient for industrial use and reliability.

9. High and low level indicator alarms to identify when to pump and when to fill holding tanks.

10. Ensure that a system is in place to shut the pump off when the water delivery supply is interrupted. High waste system alarm shall shut off the pump until alarm condition is corrected.

11. If potable water holding tanks are either black or not transparent, provide site gauges in order to determine the water level.

12. Maintain a 3” air gap from the potable water delivery line to the holding tank. Design shall be such that no splashing shall occur.

13. Access doors in the skirting hinged, latched and labeled to provide access to valves, heat trace, pump out and fill ports, or other system devices needing to be accessible for maintenance and operation of the unit. Access to and operation of valves shall be obstruction free.

14. Provide insulated skirting with 2 inches rigid insulation at a minimum to work in conjunction with the requirements in 3.3.3 # 15.


15. Provide heat trace for freeze protection of piping under the unit with heat trace thermostat set to begin heating at 40 degrees Fahrenheit.  Provide 120V ground-fault equipment protection (GFEP) circuit breaker to power heat trace.


16. Provide ground-fault circuit interrupter (GFCI) duplex receptacles as required by code. (if any) 

Acceptance Criteria


Trailers provided shall meet all applicable CHPRC requirements as outlined in Section 3.3. Trailers will be off loaded at a CHPRC designated location. They will be inspected and if any issues are noted they will be corrected by the Seller at no cost to the Buyer.


Organizational Interface


The Contractor shall interface with various CHPRC (and other) organizations through the CHPRC Contract Specialist, Buyers Technical Representative (or designee), as required. 

Work Not Included 


Set up and connection to utilities is not included in this contract.

Site Conditions and Known Hazards


The site conditions and/or known hazards are weather conditions ranging from -15 degrees to 115 degrees Fahrenheit with severe winds gusting to around 85 mph.


Site Coordination Requirements


Contractor site coordination and interface requirements include notification when trailers are to arrive.

It is the Contractor's responsibility to identify all applicable codes or standards. Unless specified otherwise, the current edition or revision of the code in effect on the date of award shall be used.

Drawings


Contractor shall provide drawings of each unit by serial number/unit number in electronic AutoCAD 2008 and/or PDF 5 days after contract award. As a minimum, drawings shall include the floor plan, the blocking plan, and tie-down/anchorage details, location of HVAC unit, tongue, doors and electrical panel. (Attachment A, Submittal Register)


Electrical Safety Requirements


1. All electrical control panels and electrical equipment (a general term including material, fittings, devices, appliances, luminaries [fixtures], apparatus, and the like used as a part of, or in connection with, an electrical installation) delivered or brought onto the site in performance of this contract must be labeled by an organization currently recognized by OSHA as a nationally recognized testing laboratory (NRTL).


2. All electrical equipment installed as part of this contract must comply with the National Electrical Code (NEC), NFPA 70-2014. The Buyer reserves the right to inspect electrical equipment and installations. Contractor is responsible for notifying Buyer when installations are available for inspection.  All inspection shall be accordance with Section 2.0.


3. Electric motors shall be built and manufactured in accordance with NEMA MG-1 or listed by an organization currently recognized by OSHA as an NRTL.


4. Electrical equipment and devices must be Listed or Labeled by UL or another organization currently recognized by OSHA as an NRTL.


4.1 
The Canadian Standard Association (CSA) marking is currently recognized by OSHA as an NRTL when the label includes “US” or “NRTL” subscript.


4.2
The European Union “CE” marking, Directive 93/68EEC, is not currently recognized by OSHA as an NRTL marking.


4.3 
The International Electrotechnical Commission (IEC) Standard 60529 for enclosures is not currently recognized by OSHA as an NRTL label.


5. Electrical equipment for which there is no listing category must be evaluated or tested using a method submitted to and approved by the Buyer prior to delivery of the equipment.


6. Electrical equipment is also subject to the “Counterfeit Suspect Item Program.”


Work Control Requirements


The Contractor shall have a CHPRC representative present at the job site at all times.


PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS


Training and Qualification


Task specific or unique training or qualifications required for this task includes general site access training, course Hanford General Employee Training Initial. Evidence of successful completion of employee training shall be provided five days prior to employee being on site. (Attachment A, Submittal Register No. 3)


5.2
Security and Badging Requirements

For site deliveries only the personnel shall provide proof of DOT qualifications.


1. The CONTRACTOR shall wear a CHPRC-issued security badge identifying himself/herself. A minimum of two working days advance notice is needed for site badging.


2. CONTRACTOR employees will be required to submit to vehicle searches and not personally carry or transport certain prohibited articles.

Site Access and Work Hours

Work will be done on a 4-10’s schedule.  The standard workday shall consist of ten (10) hours of work between 6:00 AM and 4:30 PM, with one-half hour designated as an unpaid period for lunch. No work occurs on the on-working Fridays. If schedule alternative is required contact the BTR prior to commencing work.


ENVIRONMENTAL, SAFETY, HEALTH, AND QUALITY REQUIREMENTS


The Contractor shall perform work safely, in a manner that ensures adequate protection for employees, the public, and the environment, and shall be accountable for the safe performance of work.  The Contractor shall comply with, and assist CHPRC in complying with Environmental, Safety, Health, and Quality (ESH&Q) requirements of all applicable laws, regulations and directives.

If “self-illuminating” exit signs are to be mounted on any of these trailers the Buyer ECO must be notified through the BTR.


Submittals


The Contractor submittals identified herein on the Submittal Register shall be submitted by the Contractor using the CHPRC Contractor Document Submittal Form (CDSF), A-6003-061. Instructions for completion of the CDSF are included with the form.


The required submittals for this contract are listed in Attachment A, Submittal Register, which also includes Register definitions.

Final acceptance of each unit will be upon delivery of the unit to the Hanford site. In the event that a noncompliance is identified during the Buyer’s walk down, the Contractor shall correct all non-compliances before CHPRC accepts delivery of the trailers constituting final acceptance.

Contractor shall deliver needed trailers in the configurations required as agreed to with the Buyer after receipt of written communication.
